THE SUNDAYS AFTER EPIPHANY
Holy Eucharist

A season of four to nine weeks, from the Feast of the Epiphany (Jan. 6) through the Tuesday before Ash
Wednesday. The length of the season varies according to the date of Easter. The gospel stories of this season
describe various events that manifest the divinity of Jesus. The Last Sunday after the Epiphany is always devot-
ed to the Transfiguration. Jesus' identity as the Son of God is dramatically revealed in the Transfiguration gos-
pel, as well as the gospel of the baptism of Christ. We are called to respond to Christ in faith through the
showings of his divinity recorded in the gospels of the Epiphany season.
